
    This scripture speaks of the Exodus of the Jewish people from 
Egypt in their early history. The Jews had been enslaved by the 
Egyptians and for many years they prayed to the Lord to deliver 
them, and He did. In this verse God is commanding 
His people to remember Him, and to remember what 
He had done in saving them from slavery and from 
false gods, with a special celebration called Passover. 

     The Jewish Passover tells the Exodus story, accom-
panied by traditional ceremonies. These observances are symbolic of their salva-
tion from Egypt, and of the coming salvation that is prophesied to be brought by 
the Messiah. The perfect lamb was slaughtered, and its blood decorated the door 
frames in a declaration of God's protection of His people. A meal is eaten with 
no yeast to rise the bread, symbolizing their hurried departure from Egypt, and how they did 
not even have time to let their bread rise. There is singing and dancing and storytelling 
throughout the entire evening in remembrance of Israel's suffering and deliverance. Most of 
all, however, each aspect of Passover points to the providence of God and His love for His 
people. Today, we honor this same event by celebrating Passover with our community each 
year. 

     This Passover opens in scripture with the story of the Isrealite Exodus and how that event 
parallels with the sacrifice of Jesus Christ and the salvation which delivers us from our sin just, 

as God's people were delivered from their slavery. Then dinner is served, with 
celebration and ceremony, and the people sing and dance and fellowship together. 
The children are sent on hunts for the prize piece of Matzah (flat bread), and the 
evening ends with a period of looking forward to the coming of the Messiah, and 
with a celebration of the first communion. 
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"And you shall observe this 
event as an ordinance for 
you and your children for-

ever. "
