       The tradition of a national day of prayer began in the year 1775 when British troops cordoned themselves in 

Boston, Massachusetts and barricaded all of the Boston ports and town entrances.  Their aim was to crush the 

patriotism aroused in the colonies after the Boston Tea Party, a peaceful protest against illegal taxes imposed by 

England.  The Boston Port Bill was passed by Parliament in May of that year, and news of its legislation spread 

like wildfire through the New England colonies.  

       On June 1st, through resolves penned by Thomas Jefferson, the patriots in Southern New England declared 

a day of fasting and prayer in support of their heroic Boston brethren.  The resolves stated that any attack 

against a sister colony was an attack on the whole, and the suffering mutual.  They asked that God would give 

them one heart and one mind to oppose the violations of their rights, and they prayed fervently for wisdom, 

moderation, and justice, in dealing with Englandõs tyranny.  

       This day should hold a special meaning for us, a reminder of the 

legacy of prayer set down by our founding fathers. It 

serves also a reminder of the Christian heritage of 

the pilgrims who gave up homes, families, and liveli-

hoods in order to give their children religious free-

dom.  The first of June was a voluntary event, but 

one lady wrote that, òNeveré have I seen so large a 

congregation as was this day assembled to hear di-

vine service.ó   

       It is our hope that this legacy be rekindled in our hearts this April 

as we join together in a day of fasting and prayer at Aletheia Christian 

College.  We will begin on the evening of the 23rd of April and con-

tinue until the following evening.  Join us, as we pray for local leader-

ship, national leaders, for unity in our homes and churches, and for one 

mind and one heart as Christians. 

      As a Christian college we will also be praying for our ministryõs con-

tinued growth in spite of the current economic difficulties and the ani-

mosity towards Christianity that is so pervasive in our culture today.
